Heresy (CCC 817, 2089) ð Heresy is the obstinate post-baptismal denial or 
doubt of some truth that must be believed with divine and Catholic faith. (cf. 
Canon 751) 
 
As a sin, heresy is the formal denial or doubt by a baptized person of any revealed 
truth of the Catholic faith.  As a crime, it consists in the outwardly persistent, 
stubborn, resolute, and obstinate holding to an opinion opposed to the teaching of the Church. 
 
One guilty of the crime of heresy incurs excommunication ipso facto, a censure whose 
remission is reserved to the local ordinary or to any confessor approved by him. 
 
Over the centuries, certain heresies have been widespread.  The earliest heresies centered on 
the Trinity.  Major among these were Gnosticism, Subordinationism, Montanism, and 
Manicheism.  Heresies dealing with Christ as the Son of God included Arianism, 
Appolinarianism, Donatism, Pelagianism, Nestorianism, Monophysitism, and Iconoclasm.
