In a decree dated February 11, 
2018, Cardinal Robert Sarah, 
prefect of the Congregation for 
Divine Worship and the Discipline 
of the Sacraments, announced 
that “Pope Francis has decreed 
that the Memorial of the 
Blessed Virgin Mary, Mother 
of the Church, should be 
inscribed in the Roman calendar 
on the Monday after 

Pentecost and be celebrated every year.” 
Therefore, in the Latin-rite Church, the 
celebration of the Blessed Virgin Mary, Mother 
of the Church — as an obligatory memorial — 
will have precedence over any other memorial 
of a saint or blessed on the Monday following 
Pentecost.  
     Pope Francis believes this new obligatory 
memorial will highlight “the mystery of Mary’s 
spiritual motherhood, which from the awaiting 
of the Spirit at Pentecost has never ceased to 
take motherly care of the pilgrim Church on 
earth,” according to Cardinal Sarah. The 
pope also hopes that the memorial will 
help us root our spiritual lives “firmly on 
three great realities:  the Cross, the 
Eucharist, and the Mother of God.”
