Yes,
we should never seek to become the object of others’ attention, especially at Mass. At the same
time, veils are meant to be a visual statement, “a public proclamation before the Lord that
He IS the Lord and that we love Him and that we are ready to obey him.”
In other words, we shouldn’t seek attention for ourselves...but we can, and should,
draw attention to God. That is exactly what our veils do. Our veils are a visible
reminder of an invisible reality, so necessary in a world that only considers real
what can be perceived through the senses.

Indeed, we are all called to be the light of the world — witnesses to
Christ’s love, which is real and alive in the world. You can be sure that
your veil will accomplish this, even without words.
